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Section 2 – Mortality
According to the Center for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) Planned Approach to Community Health (PATCH), mortality data should be reviewed because deaths from chronic diseases are often preventable through behavior and lifestyle changes encouraged by individual and community – wide education. Intentional and unintentional injuries can also be prevented by changing related behaviors, creating policies and developing a supportive environment. Belmont County and Ohio rates are per 100,000 population and compared to the CDC Healthy People 2010 national health priorities.

Belmont County exceeds the state average in overweight infants and children over age two years as well as those at risk for becoming overweight. Lead poisoning is Ohio’s largest preventable environmental health threat to children. Very severe lead exposure in children (blood lead levels ≥ 80ug/dL) can cause coma, convulsions and death. Lower levels cause adverse affects on the central nervous system and kidneys. Blood lead levels as low as 10ug/dL, which do not cause distinctive symptoms, are associated with decreased intelligence and impaired neurobehavioral development. Decreased stature or growth has also been associated with these lower blood levels. The Belmont County Health Department provides lead testing for $15, which is covered by Ohio Medicaid.

Ohio’s childhood immunization coverage rates are measured by the Center for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) National Immunization Survey (NIS) and used by the Ohio Department of Health Immunization program for statewide planning and policy development. Tracking immunization rates allows the state of Ohio and local health departments to measure progress toward meeting the Healthy People 2010 goal of increasing immunization rates against vaccine preventable diseases among children less than three years of age to 90%.. 
The Belmont County Health Department partnered with the Cambridge- Guernsey County Health Department in 2009 for the implementation of the Immunization Action Plan Grant which facilitates collection of immunization data from private providers’ offices and educational programs for professionals to increase immunization rates.

The ratio of population to dentist in Belmont County (2,456:1) exceeds the state average of 2,360:1. The ratio of Medicaid population per dentist who treats Medicaid patients (888:1) is less in Belmont County than the rest of Ohio (5,972:1). Belmont County has no safety net dental clinics and is not considered a health professional shortage area (HPSA) for dental care. The percent of Belmont County population served by optimally fluoridated water is 95.9% as compared to the state average of 91.4%.
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
